Tourney MOP Austin Swift scored 19 points in the game-winner and averaged 19.7
points in the three regional games.

The Broncos are the only program in the country to reach the Elite
Eight four times in the last eight years. CPP and Winona State entered this
season as the only teams who had been to the Elite Eight three of the past seven.

Introductions, Please: This will mark the first meeting between the Pumas and the
Broncos. In fact, the Broncos have faced only one other team in their history against
this season’s field. CPP defeated Augusta State 74-70 in the '09 Elite Eight
semifinals with All-American Larry Gordon recording 20 pts/11 rebs.

Parking directions at Cal Poly Pomona

Please be advised that several construction projects are taking
place at Cal Poly Pomona and directly impacts parking for our
athletic events.

The nearest parking lot available to Kellogg Gym and Darlene May
is Lot K. It is located to the south of Darlene May and west of
Kellogg Gym and is adjacent to I-Poly High School. Lot B also is
available and is located to the south of Kellogg Field (Soccer) and
Scolinos Field (Baseball).

To reach Lot K, take Temple Avenue and turn north on to University
Avenue. The first right turn will allow you to park in Lot K.

To reach Lot B, you can enter either through Kellogg Drive or by
South Campus Drive.

The most accessible parking lot is Lot B, south of Kellogg Gym.
There are 15-van accessibility parking spots and a smooth, lighted
walkway, approximately two city blocks, is available.

Quick notes on Wednesday’s Elite Eight game

» The Pumas are the Cinderella story of the NCAA Elite Eight as
they posted three upset victories along the way to claim the
NCAA Midwest title. They defeated top-seed and host Kentucky
Wesleyan 72-70, and then knocked off Grand Valley State 78-76.
They won the title in dramatic fashion March 16 by defeating
Quincy 104-103 in OT.

» Freshman Dayvon Sloan scored 45 points — all in the 2 half --
in the win over Quincy. Phillip Sloan scored the game-winning
basket in each of the Pumas’ three regional games.

» The Broncos are the nation’s 31 best scoring defense, allowing
56.4 points per contest. (March 177 rankings); just .2 of a point
behind Clark Atlanta and Texas Permian.

» CPP ranks 9" in FG percentage in the NCAA at 50.2 percent.

»  This marks the 9th appearance for Cal Poly Pomona in the NCAA
Tournament and the sixth time in the last eight years under
Coach Greg Kamansky. The UC San Diego graduate owns an
all-time record of 14-5 in NCAA play.

» During the Broncos' last 19 games, their largest deficit at any one
time is 12 points vs. CSU San Bernardino; a 19-7 shortfall in the
first half that ended in a 58-52 loss for the CCAA Tourney title,
that snapped their school-winning streak of 15 straight games.

CCAA in the Elite Eight: Cal Poly Pomona’s appearance
in this year's Elite Eight marks the first time a CCAA
institution has made back-to-back appearances since Cal
State Bakersfield accomplished the feat in 1996 and 1997.
Earlier in the 1990s, the Roadrunners made five straight
Elite Eight showings between 1990 and 1994. Cal State
Bakersfield, now a Division | independent, made a
conference-record nine Elite Eight appearances. UC
Riverside, also now competing at the Division | level,
made eight appearances. Cal Poly Pomona, which is
making its fifth trip to the Elite Eight, leads all current
members.

One Shy of School-Record Win: CPP needs one more
win to tie the school record for most wins in a season. The
1953-54 team went 26-12.

Not Quite a School Record: The Broncos are on par for
setting their 7t school record this season, this time on
the defensive end. CPP allows 56.4 points a game and
that number would surpass last year's record mark of
59.5. The Broncos rank No. 3 in the NCAA in scoring
defense.

Not Quite a School Record, Part Il: The Broncos are on
par to establish a school-record in FG percentage.
Currently at .502 for the year (762 for 1,518), the Broncos
need to surpass the mark of .487 set in the 1999-00
season. The Broncos rank 9" in the NCAA in FG
percentage.
There is No “I” in Team: It might seem hard to
believe, but CPP did not have a single CCAA Player
of the Week this season despite earning a share of
the conference crown for the 2nd straight year.

About that 15-game Winning Streak: The Broncos’
school-record 15 straight wins came on the strength of
team play. The average margin of victory during the streak
was 13.5 points and the Broncos fired a collective 51.2%
from the field in that stretch. In 9 of its last 12 games, CPP
has shot above 51 percent and has allowed only two
teams to shoot more than 51 percent from the floor during
their last 19 games. (CSUDH - 60% and WWU 55.6%).

The Defense Never Rests: As one might expect from
allowing less than 57 points a game, CPP has played with
its “A” game on the defensive end all season. Only four
teams have surpassed 70 points against CPP this
season and the most scored against the Broncos was 77
for Chico State in the 80-77 win over the Wildcats at the
CCAA Tournament. That 77-point effort was the most
scored against CPP during its 15-game winning streak
as the Broncos allowed an average of 55.1
points/game. The Broncos held 12 of their 15 foes to
60 points or less in that stretch.

Beware The Ides of March: An interesting date in history
that forewarned Caesar's eventual demise greeted BYU
Hawaii and Cal Poly Pomona in their West Regional title
game March 15. It marked the 2nd straight season the two
met for the right to advance to the Elite Eight. Last
season, the Broncos won in an improbable fashion,
outscoring the 4th-ranked Seasiders 16-2 in the game’s
final 6:23 for a 59-58 upset in Laie, Hawaii.

Coaching Continuity: The coaching staff of Head Coach
Greg Kamansky, Associate Head Coach Bill Bannon
and Assistant Coach Damion Hill have been surrounded
by success since the three-man staff began working
together in 2002-03. In that time CPP has won three
CCAA titles, four NCAA West Region titles, appeared
in 4 Elite Eights and own a collective record of 168-69
(a winning percentage of .709).

Big Brother plays in the National Football League:
Sophomore Dwayne Fells’ older brother Daniel plays TE
for the NFL'’s St. Louis Rams. Daniel completed his fourth
season in the NFL and second with the Rams. This past
season, he had 21 receptions for 273 yards and 3 TDs
before sustaining a fractured thigh bone in late December.

Holding on to the ball: CPP has turned over the ball 9
times or less in 10 games this season. In those games,
CPP is 9-1 with the only loss arriving vs. Cal State L.A. —
the Golden Eagles’ first victory over the Broncos in their
last 20 meetings. The Broncos went on to defeat CSULA
twice after that loss — a 68-54 win at CSULA and 57-45 in
the first round of the CCAA Tournament.
