Divisions, Flights and Heats: CIF rules enforced on maximum of (4) events per
individual. Flights and Heats will be seeded by the submitted times, distances or heights.
Please submit 2008 best outdoor marks only. Please enter 1600m and 3200m marks.
Entering 1500m and 3000m marks will only hinder your athlete’s performance by
inaccurate information. If no marks available please enter “No Mark”.

Relays: Once an athlete runs Varsity, they must run Varsity the entire meet.

Schedule Changes: All Running and Field events will be conducted early if the meet
should move faster than the printed time schedule. Announcements will be made
throughout the meet should this occur to allow your athletes ample time to adjust for
warm-up. Coaches PLEASE be aware of any schedule changes.

Results: Results will be posted on the Southwest wall of the bathroom near the entrance.
Results will be displayed on DyeStatCal.com following the meet.

Clerk of the Meet

Running Events:

Athletes must report to the Check-In area 45 minutes prior to their event.

The Check-In area is behind the restrooms near the finish. At 15 minutes prior to the
event they will be ushered to the Southeast straightaway for heat and lane assignments.
Failure to report to the Clerk area on time will result in the athlete being scratched.

Warm-up Area is the grass field OUTSIDE the track stadium. No Warm-up on the track.
The athlete is responsible for knowing when to report to the clerk of the track.

Field Events: Athletes will report directly to their field event area 30 minutes prior to the
start of their event. If an athlete is involved in a track event, they must let the field official
know prior to leaving for that event.

Field Event Athletes will have 5 minutes for warm-ups between flights.

Throwing Event-. ONLY THE SHOT PUT WILL BE CONTESTED.
(the discus will not be contested)

Long Jump/Triple Jump: Each flight will have 5 minutes for run-throughs and warm-up
prior to competition. All first legal jJumps will be measured and then a performance mark
will be established at the lowest jump. Only jumps that surpass that mark will be
measured from that point forward. It is important to have check marks made prior to the
start of the flight so that run-throughs are not necessary between flights.

High Jump/Pole Vault: Will be conducted as a Five-Alive format. 5 athletes in a
rotation, as one athlete makes a height another athlete is added to the rotation.
Athletes are responsible to know their position in the jumping order.
